Referees halt
contest late
in third quarter

A fourth quarter wasn’t even
played Wednesday night at Lin-
coln.

With the clock reading 1:59 left
in the third quarter of a boys bas-
ketball game, a shove by an East

Detroit
player
turned into
punches
being

thrown and the game being
called with the Shamrocks lead-
ing the Abes, 39-26.

Since both benches cleared,
spilling out to the far sideline,
the officials elected to call the
game.

“The bottom line is that it’s
bad for high school sports,” Lin-
coln coach Jeff McGavin said.
“It’s a bad representation of our
school. That’s not typical of our
kids. But it happened, so we got
to learn from it.”

McGavin went on to say: “The
pushing and shoving, that stuff
happens. That’s basketball.
There’s a lot of physical contact,
but the fists can never happen.
There is just no place for it here.
It’s not going to be accepted or
tolerated at any high school.”

East Detroit coach Dave
Zauner agreed that there is no
place for that type of behavior.

“You never want to be in-
volved in a game that ends be-
cause of an altercation on the
court,” he said. “I think that is
embarrassing for both schools.

“It wasn’t good for the fans, it
wasn’t good for the kids.”

Before the incident occurred
the Abes were in the process of
answering a 13-1 run by East De-
troit (9-2) that started the second
half of the Macomb Area Confer-
ence crossover game.

Shamrocks forward Jeff Fick
opened the third quarter with
three consecutive field goals in
the paint, giving him a game-
high 11 points.

Getting buckets in the paint
was what worked for East De-
troit all night. The Shamrocks
netted 12 of their 14 field goals
within a few feet of the basket.

“Especially coming out in the
second half, we knew if we got
the ball down low that we would
be fine,” Zauner said of his team,
which had a decisive height ad-
vantage in the post. “And that’s
pretty much where the bulk of
our points came from.”

The 6-foot-7 Fick established
himself early in the first quarter,
but fouls forced him to do his
scoring from the free throw line.
The senior drilled 5-of-6 to open
the contest, helping pace East De-
troit’s 10-for-13 shooting perform-
ance from the charity stripe.

Constantly being out of posi-
tion defensively forced Lincoln

fouls during the opening eight
minutes, four of which came in
the first two minutes.

“A bunch of cheap fouls that
were legit calls,” McGavin said.
“We weren’t moving our feet.”

The Abes’ response to an early
deficit came with a little help
from everyone on the team. Nine
different Lincoln players scored
in the first half, keeping the
Shamrocks within seven, 26-19,
at halftime.

“We really don’t have anybody
that’s averaging in double di-
gits,” McGavin said. “So that’s
been a common theme.”

Junior guard Diallo Tarrant
led the Abes with five points.

Melvin Ballestero was effec-
tive for East Detroit on the glass,
totaling seven points and six re-
bounds.

Zauner said Fick’s perform-
ance was one of his best of the
season. He also noted that Fick
has been improving with each
game.

“I think we can go pretty far
when we establish the big man
and have the perimeter game
working at the same time,” Fick
said. “I don’t see any team stop-
ping us, really.”
