Mount Clemens coach Kurt Wilson.

“What I liked was he changed his game

and went to the basket at the end.”
Once Warren-Mott adjusted its de-

fense to keep closer tabs on Wilson,

the Marauders went on a 17-5 run and

regained the lead on a three-point bas-

ket by Brad Stewart with 5 1/2 min-

utes left in the fourth quarter.
“We had some foul trouble so we

put different guys on him so they
could pressure him more and not
worry about fouling,” LeFevre said.
“We switched every screen so it
wouldn’t allow him to get a free look.
That was the game plan in the third
and fourth quarters.”

Warren-Mott led 50-46 after a basket
by Joey Asbury with 4:38 remaining
but Mount Clemens got a pair of free
throws from Wilson and a layup by
Kyle Capps with 2:15 left to tie the
game at 50-all.

Jerome Cobb broke the tie with a
putback with 1:26 remaining but the
Marauders still had to sweat out the
remaining time.

A shot by Mount Clemens’ James
McDougle went halfway through the
basket and spun back out. The Bath-
ers then got a turnover when Wilson
poked the ball away from a Warren-
Mott player and Capps recovered the
loose ball.

Mount Clemens set up a play to
drive to the basket - the same one that
Dwight Sanders scored on in over-
time to beat Warren-Mott in the first

meeting of the season — but this time
the shot didn’t go in.

“The last time we tried to hedge on
the screen and it didn’t work,” LeFev-
re said. “We knew he was going to
drive. C.J. (Olaniyan) might have
tipped it and time ran out before
McDougle could get the rebound.

“We knew it would be a dogfight.
Mount Clemens is very, very good -
and we think we are, too. If we played
10 times, we’d probably go 5-5. We’ve
played two games this year and the
score is tied.”

Tommie Bell came off the bench
and led a balanced Maruaders’ attack
with 12 points.

“We really have six starters,” Le-
Fevre said. “Tommy’s as good as any-
body we have. We just rotate those
guys and they play unselfishly.”

Asbury had 11 points and Olaniyan
scored 10. Asbury and Olaniyan each
pulled down seven rebounds. Victor
Sharpe had five assists and Cobb col-
lected four steals.

“I give a lot of credit to Warren-
Mott,” Kurt Wilson said. “They made

some adjustments. It was a game that
could have gone either way. We
played well enough to win, but we
could have played better. Our defense
could have been better.”

Mount Clemens has two games re-
maining in division play.

“We still have to take care of busi-
ness,” Wilson said. “You never know
how a loss will affect a team. We’re
going to build on this and get ready
for the districts.”

Warren-Mott controls its fate in the
MAC Gold, but LeFevre isn’t doing
any premature celebrating.

“We still have one to go,” he said.
“We haven’t talked about a league title
yet. We still have one more victory to
get and that’s where our focus is - to get
that victory at Marysville next week.
Then we can celebrate. But we had to
win this game to have a chance.”
