wall played in his 200th career
NHL game, Brad Stuart played
in Game No. 600, last night.

“Hopefully, I’ve got a long way to
go, but 600’s a nice number,” said
Stuart. “At 500, you have an appre-
ciation for the guys who play 1,000
because 500 is a lot of games and
you’re only halfway there.”

Stuart averages about one goal
per 10 games played in his NHL
career, but through his first 20
games this season, he has no
goals and just two assists. Hi role
with the Red Wings, however, is
defensive and he doesn’t get
much power-play time.

“If I had 20 games in and only
two points (with another team),
I’d be pretty frustrated,” said
Stuart. “But now, it’s like we’ve
got Nick (Lidstrom) and Raffi
(Brian Rafalski) and Kronner
(Niklas Kronwall). That’s proba-
bly more their responsibility so I
can play more of a physical game.
It doesn’t really bother me.”

“We don’t expect him to (score),”
said Detroit coach Mike Babcock of
Stuart. “We just expect him to do
what he did the other night to
(Montreal’s Alex) Tanguay and
guys like that, be physical and real
good defensively. He gives us a
North American presence on the
back end to play with Kronner.
We’re ecstatic with Stuey and how
he approaches the game.”

Cleary’s back
Dan Cleary returned to game

action after missing eight games
with a scratched cornea.

The injury put Derek Meech
back in the lineup, taking
McCarty’s spot as fourth-line
wing alongside Kris Draper and
Kirk Maltby.

McCarty’s one game in Grand
Rapids featured this highlight:
He was the fourth Griffins shoot-
er in the shootout. McCarty
scored after Ville Leino, Evan
McGrath and Ryan Oulahen all
missed, tucking the puck be-
tween the goalie’s legs.

“I actually had to audible,”
said McCarty. “I didn’t plan on
it, but I went 5-hole. I sort of
pumped and he didn’t go down.
My instinct is to shoot it and I
was able to sneak it in. Who
knows, maybe I’ll turn myself
into a shootout specialist.”

Getting closer
Chris Chelios said that he

needs one full non-game day
practice to get himself fully
ready to get back in the lineup
after being shelved in the presea-
son with a broken leg. Unfortu-
nately, it’s not likely that the Red
Wings will have a non-game day
practice until Tuesday of next
week.

DETROIT –– Darren McCarty
is back.

“When you’re dea-
ling with a groin, you play with a
lot of dull pain. But when it be-
comes sharp, that’s when you
have to take notice of it and you
have to be careful. That’s when
bad things happen.”

McCarty said that he has had a
dull pain in his groin on and off
since training camp.

McCarty called his injury day-
to-day and he’ll assess it again
this morning in Boston.
