2.

What goodies await us in 2008,
the 34th year for playoffs in our
state?

Dakota might make it three Di-
vision 1 titles in a row.

Stevenson could qualify for a
state final for the fourth time.

De La Salle, the state runner-
up in Division 2 in 2006, might go
all the way.
