“I don’t
know if they play the physical
game that we play in the MAC.”

Mukhtar said.

Following back-to-back losses to

Livonia Stevenson and No. 1-rank-
ed Plymouth Salem in late Au-
gust, De La Salle has gone 17
straight matches without a loss,
including the postseason. The Pi-
lots won the Catholic League play-
offs before beating Warren-Mott
and Grosse Pointe South in con-
secutive shutouts in district play.

“We just love this time of
year,” said Mukhtar. “No matter
how your stomach churns, this
is what it’s all about.”
