Line Joe Biernat De La Salle senior 6-4 222 All-Catholic honoree was a two-year started for the Pilots, playing offensive tackle and defensive end

Line Joe Wirth Eisenhower senior 6-5 225 Will play at Central Michigan; three-year starter had 59 tackles and school-record four fumbles caused

Line Adam Bennett Romeo junior 6-2 250 Second-year starter, the center helped Bulldogs rush for 3,500 yards in the past two seasons; 3.6 GPA

Line Corey Stone Stevenson senior 6-1 270 Two-year starter was a two-way starter for the regional champion Titans; had six sacks and 11 hurries on defense

Line Anthony Best Warren-Mott senior 6-1 220 “He’s the anchor of our offensive line,” said his coach; helped MAC White champions rush for 1,570 yards

Quarterback Jason Fracassa Stevenson senior 5-9 175 Holds state record for career passing yards and TDs; through regional had 39 TDs and 3,706 passing yards

Quarterback Ben Filimon Warren-Mott senior 5-10 205 MAC White MVP completed 153 of 282 passes for 2,233 yards and 25 touchdowns; led team with 662 rushing yards

Running back Garrett McKay East Detroit senior 5-10 170 Rushed for 1,200 yards and 14 TDs; also caught 40 passes for 800 yards and three TDs and had 575 return yards

Running back Tyler Lombardo L’Anse Creuse senior 6-2 240 The Central Michigan recruit ran for 884 yards and 17 TDs; at linebacker, he had 77 tackles and a pair of TDs

Running back Ben Brown Romeo senior 6-2 220 Heading to CMU; Brown rushed for 21 TDs this season and 40 for his career; a 3.4 student; threw for 420 yards

Running back Justice Wright Stevenson senior 5-11 175 Two-year started gained 902 yards and scored 15 TDs on the ground; had 571 yards and five TDs receiving

Receiver Marcus Beaurem Stevenson senior 5-11 175 Going to Bowling Green, Beaurem has 10 touchdowns and 1,000 yards receiving through Stevenson’s regional win

Receiver D.J. Mershman Stevenson senior 5-11 175 Through regional championship, Mershman caught 77 passes for 1,570 yards and 19 touchdowns; 43 career TDs

Receiver Martez Kelly Warren-Mott senior 6-1 180 Caught 65 passes for 19 touchdowns and 1,234 yards, a 19 yard-per-catch average; 12 defensive pass breakups

Kicker Robbie Flinn Romeo senior 6-0 165 Four-year starter was all-state as junior; 6-for-8 field goals, 27-for-31 PATs, 29 of 41 kickoffs were touchbacks

Punter Mason Krysinski Eisenhower senior 6-2 185 Will play at Hillsdale; made 9-of-11 field goals, 34 PATs; had 37 touchbacks including two through uprights; 3.9 GPA

Line Vito Balsamo Eisenhower senior 5-10 205 Starts at both nose tackle and fullback; had 40 tackles, including three for loss; scored four touchdowns

Line Carl Davis Stevenson senior 6-5 300 Right tackle and all-MAC Red selection will play at Iowa next fall; helped Stevenson to undefeated MAC Red season

Line C.J. Olaniyan Warren-Mott senior 6-4 220 Future Penn State player had 56 tackles and 10.5 sacks for MAC White champs; caught passes for 205 yards

Linebacker Ryan Spicuzzi Dakota senior 5-9 175 Had 39 solo tackles and 40 assists; two-year starter was captain; had three special teams TDs and 650 return yards

Linebacker Steve O’Shell De La Salle senior 6-0 228 Pilots’ leading tackler also had 300 yards rushing, punted and kicked off; team MVP was twice all-Catholic

Linebacker John Tiseo Romeo senior 5-11 205 Had team-high 85 tackles and was defensive captain; All-MAC Red selection played fullback; has 3.0 GPA

Linebacker Mike Mazzone Roseville senior 6-0 210 Was in on 88 tackles and forced three fumbles; had eight tackles in Roseville’s second-ever playoff game

Linebacker Charlie Walker Stevenson senior 6-3 210 Titans’ leading tackler averaged more than eight per game through regionals; had 10 hurries and five sacks

Back Mark Zelmanski Chippewa Valley senior 5-11 170 Had 44 solo tackles and 12 assists, intercepted five passes and recovered two fumbles for playoff qualifier

Back Jack Sauber Eisenhower senior 6-0 180 Had school-record three blocked kicks, 641 yards on offense; “best blocker I have ever coached,” said coach

Back Corey Robertson Sterling Heights senior 5-8 175 Was in on 57 tackles, had two interceptions and two sacks; had 867 rushing yards with seven touchdowns

Back Torico Searcy Warren-Mott senior 5-8 165 Was in on 34 tackles; had 412 yards receiving, 269 yards rushing (10 yards per carry) and scored 12 touchdowns
