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Payoff
brewing for
Tiger fans

If there is an organization that
has been burned by being overly
aggressive in the past, it’s the
Tigers.

Never in the long and storied
history of baseball in this town
— even before the 1968 and 1984
world championship years —

has there
been antici-
pation for a
coming sea-
son like
going into
2008.

The Tig-
ers acquired
Edgar Ren-
teria, Mi-
guel Cabre-
ra and Don-
trelle Willis.
They were

like one of their slogans from the
past: “World Series bound and
picking up steam.”

That their season literally fell
apart within the first month was
discouraging, disappointing and
disheartening.

The fallout from that time were
contracts. Long-term deals eating
up huge chunks of salary from
players such as Nate Robertson,
Jeremy Bonderman, Magglio Or-
donez, Carlos Guillen and Willis
unable to match production with
their hefty paychecks.

But give the Tigers credit for
this: It’s left them undaunted.

Now that most of the above-
mentioned contracts have come
off the books, the Tigers are back
at it again.

Even though November has yet
to turn to December, the Tigers
have already made two major
free agent acquisitions in con-
summate professional hitter/
catcher Victor Martinez, and
setup man Joaquin Benoit. They
also re-signed third baseman
Brandon Inge and Johnny Peral-
ta, a shortstop with a strong bat in
what figure to be his prime years
as a ball player in his late 20s.

Martinez is a career .302
switch hitter who rarely wastes
at bats. Peralta has been a solid
run producer. There is now a
middle of the lineup that extents
beyond perennial MVP candi-
date Miguel Cabrera.

Benoit’s signing allows the
Tigers to move left-hander Phil
Coke into the starting rotation. It
gives the Tigers what should be
the best rotation in the Ameri-
can League Central with Justin
Verlander, Max Scherzer, Rick
Porcello and Coke — while cov-
ering the needs of the bullpen.

It’s a different era in baseball
with the more extensive testing
for performance enhancing
drugs. The emphasis has gone
back to pitching. Superior pitch-
ing is why the San Francisco Gi-
ants, with a mediocre lineup full
of Tiger castoffs, were able to
win the World Series.

And the Tigers still will likely
add players, probably in one or
both corner outfield positions.

I like how owner Mike Ilitch
has chosen to reward Tiger fans
for their support. They didn’t
pull away from the team after the
disappointment of 2008, or even a
late-season collapse of monu-
mental proportions in 2009.

Despite a persistently flagging
economy in Michigan, the Tigers
still averaged more than 30,000
per game in home attendance the
last two seasons.

It’s a wonderful baseball town,
with an appetite whetted by the
improbable American League
pennant run of 2006, and the pro-
longed teases in each season
since with the exception of ’08.

The landscape in the Ameri-
can League isn’t that daunting.
The Yankees are fighting age.
Derek Jeter didn’t play well last
season. Alex Rodriguez isn’t
